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Jesse White's Legislation on Distracted Drivingn®) Into Law
Bans text messaging while driving; bans cell phone use in school anductostzones

Legislation proposed by lllinois Secretary of State Jesse \idh#tigengthen the laws on
distracted driving was signed into law today by Governor Pat Quinn.

House Bills 71 and 72, sponsored in the House by State Represertatimd3’Amico
(D-Chicago) and Bill Black (R-Danuville), will strengthen lllirsoiaws on distracted
driving. HB 71 bans text messaging while driving. HB 72 bans cell phonehike w
driving in school or construction zones. The measures were sponsorecdbsantte by
Senators Martin Sandoval (D-Cicero) and Pamela Althoff (R-&@rystke), respectively.
Both laws go into effect January 1, 2010.

The National Highway Traffic Safety Administration estimétes at least 25 percent of
police-reported crashes involve some form of driver inattention.

"With the increased use of technological devices, distracted dhaisigpecome a serious
problem in our state and in the nation," said Secretary of Btate White. "These laws
are important and will make our roads safer. No driver has any bagmd messaging
while they are driving. Additionally, school zones and construction zoneseealyivers

to slow down and pay special attention to their surroundings and, adtathes should
not be using a cell phone."

The penalty for violating either of these measures resultsniovang violation that will
go on the motorist's driving record as well as accompanying fines ariccosts to be
determined by the judge.

The legislation is based on recommendations made by the stateested Driving
Task Force, which was chaired by White. The task force, cregtddint House
Resolution 22, met three times last year to discuss and exanmysdou@duce fatalities
and injuries cause by distracted driving.

Distraction occurs when a driver is delayed in the recognition ofmrdtion needed to

safely accomplish the driving task, because something within or otieidehicle draws
his attention away from driving
